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Richland Habitat Funds 3 Homes Internationally 
 

Did you know that for your local donations help build homes globally?  The need for decent & affordable shelter is a worldwide 

challenge, and Habitat for Humanity is a global partnership response; each U.S affiliated organization commits to providing 

significant financial support of house-building efforts in other countries through participating in the tithe program.  Acknowl-

edging Godôs abundant provision, Habitat affiliated organizations will share their first-fruits through the practice of tithing 10% 

of undesignated cash revenues toward international house-building efforts.

Habitat Partners with City and County  

Neighborhood Stabilization Program 
 

Richland County Habitat for Humanity was awarded $240,000 through the City of 

Mansfield Neighborhood Stabilization Program (NSP) to purchase, rehabilitate, and sell 3 

foreclosed homes in Mansfield.  NSP is a program in which targets the area of greatest 

need in communities.  
 

Through NSP Habitat has purchased 3 homes.  In the next 30 months, the homes will be 

rehabilitated.  The homes will be sold at zero percent interest to qualifying families 

through the Habitat program.  As part of their requirements, these families will go through 

HUD credit counseling, Sweat Equity classes on 

home ownership, maintenance, smart spending and 

others.  In addition, each family/individual will 

invest 300-500 sweat equity classes on their home 

and volunteering on others.  All of these hours must 

be completed before they can assume ownership of 

their homes. 
 

In addition to the funds through the city, Richland County is donating 3 properties in Shelby to 

Habitat.  These properties were purchased through the NSP Program.  The existing structure, 

which is unlivable, will be demolished.  On one of the properties, a new home will be 

constructed by the end of 2012.  To that end, a grant of $20,000 toward new construction is 

also being provided.

Habitat for Humanity is a non-profit organization that works with qualifying families to build or renovate simple, decent, affordable 

housing.  We provide them with a hand up, not a hand out.  The families we partner with invest a small down payment on a zero-

interest mortgage, and they spend hundreds of hours working side-by-side with volunteers on the building of Habitat homesð

including their own. 

  

The average cost to build a Habitat house ranges from $70,000 to $75,000.  This provides for a three bedroom, one and a half bath, 

ranch style house with a basement. We have been blessed with two grants totaling $50,000 from First Energy Foundation and 

Loweôs to cover the cost of building.  However, an additional $25,000 is needed to help a Richland County family achieve the dream 

of homeownership.  We are asking for your financial support to make this dream come true. 

 

The benefits that will result from your generosity are many.  

¶ Increased property values where Habitat homes are built. 

¶ Habitat homeowners pay property taxes, which increases the tax base.

Single Family Home Construction 

Continues in Madison Township 
 

For Melissa Baldridge, the dream of home ownership may soon be a reality.  Baldridge is 

working side by side with volunteers, students, and contractors, to construct her home in 

Madison Township. 
 

Baldridge, a single mother of 3, began the process in 2009.  As part of her requirements, 

she has attended Sweat Equity classes, completed a budget, and has volunteered on her 

home and others.  At the end of the process, Baldridge will own a three bedroom, one and 

a half bath home with a zero percent interest mortgage payable to Richland County 

Habitat for Humanity.   
 

However, she canôt do it alone.  Thanks to volunteers the construction is cost-effective.  

Groups from Key Bank, Mechanics Bank and the 179th Airlift Wing to the Construction 

Technology Class at Mansfield Senior High School, have come out and volunteered on 

construction.  They help frame, drywall, paint, and roof.  In fact, the only labor that 

Habitat pays for is that which is required by code or to 

ensure warranty of equipment, i.e. electrical and 

plumbing.  Many times, even these contractors are 

willing to discount or donate hours of their labor.  

When all is said and done, there are over 3,000 

volunteer hours invested.  
 

Without the many individuals and groups who give 

of their time, many families in Richland County 

would not realize the dream of home ownership.  If 

you are interested in finding out more about 

volunteering with Habitat for Humanity, call our 

office at 419-524-8361 or visit us on the web at 

www.richlandhabitat.org.
